The Book of Charlie by 

David Von Drehle (large 
print).

This was a surprisingly 
good little biography of 
Charlie, a man who lived to 
be 109.  

His neighbor is the author, 
Von Drehle, who was drawn 
to this feisty example of 
independence.  

Charlie was washing his 
girlfriend’s car when noticed, 
and a friendship grew when 
Von Drehle interviewed 
him about his life.  Charlie 
was a doctor who practiced 
for many years and was 
married twice.  What I found 
interesting was the history 
associated with Charlie’s life, 
such as the heartland states 
in 1900 boomed with the 
business of feeding America 
and the world.  

Omaha, Nebraska and St. 
Joseph, Missouri were both 
more populous than Los 
Angeles or Atlanta or Seattle.  
Or in a country where 75 
mill ion people owned a 
total of 8000 automobiles, 
where just 10% of doctors 
had a college education and 
diarrhea was a leading cause 
of death.  What I liked about 
Charlie was that he was an 
optimist.

Defeated and discouraged 
by her friend’s death and 
financial ruin, she moves 
back to Vermont to live with 
her mother and grandmother.  
The killer is mad because he 
didn’t kill his intended victim, 
Morgan, and plans to remedy 
that.  Meanwhile, Morgan, a
